The Olympic Energy Network

A system for aligning potential solar energy system owners
with capable and available contractors for installation.
The system recognizes that solar energy systems are available commercially off the shelf.

Any licensed electrical contractor is capable of installing the systems, upon modest training.
Olympic Energy Systems, Inc. (OES), an independent renewable energy consulting firm, is the Olympic Energy Network founder and coordinator.  OES:

· Defines the System Specification and Architecture (along with the system owner)

· Prepares Bid Requests (distributed to all Electrical Contractor members)

· Performs System Development (Documentation, Coordination of Clients and Contractors, Solar Energy System Component Procurement, and , if necessary, Construction - apart from solar energy equipment installation)

· Assumes responsibility for proper system operation and performance, through a signed agreement with the client/system owner.

The Electrical Contractor (EC), upon membership in the Olympic Energy Network:

· Prepares and submits Bids (based on the OES-provided System Specification and Architecture) to install OES-provided components: PV panels, racks, inverters.
· Installs the Solar Energy Equipment (upon EC selection by client).  The EC enters a typical and routine contract with the client, just like any other electrical job.
· Assumes responsibility for proper system component installation.
DESCRIPTION

· The EC must be a licensed electrical contractor and have completed Solar Photovoltaic Installation training (such as the 16 CE hours provided by NWEJATC)
· The EC pays no fees to be a member of the network.  OES relieves the EC from the expense of marketing, project management, system design training, and capital investment (such as the Solar Pathfinder tool or other analysis tools).
· All EC’s have an opportunity to bid on all Bid Requests (i.e., all potential system installations).  The client/system owner selects the EC, with emphasis on bid timeliness, geographical location, and availability.

· OES manages the network and is paid by the client/system owner, as part of the fee for system development.  The EC does not pay OES.  

· The EC installs the electrical equipment (procuring standard electrical parts and wiring as needed).  The EC is directly paid by the client/system owner.
· Bid Requests (by OES) go out to EC’s by e-mail and by internet notice on the OEN website, www.olympicenergynetwork.com.

· OEN member contractors have an assigned [name]@olympicenergynetwork.com e-mail address, with an assigned password for access for optimum coordination.
